* The call to close the liberal arts and social
science faculties are believed to be part of wider
efforts by prime minister Shinzo Abe to promote
what he has called "more practical vocational
education that better anticipates the needs of
society”.

 However, it is likely to be connected with
ongoing financial pressures on Japanese
universities, linked to a low birth rate and falling
numbers of students, which have led to many
institutions running at less than 50 per cent of
capacity.
